RECOGNIZING A STROKE

tasks, call 9-1-1 immediately and describe the symptoms to the dispatcher.

After discovering that a group of non-medical volunteers could identify facial weakness, arm weakness and speech
problems, researchers urged the general public to learn the three questions.
